RIGHT TOE, HEEL, SHUFFLE IN PLACE


1	Touch right toe (in pigeon-toe position)


2	Touch right heel out


3&4	Right shuffle (right left right)


LEFT TOE, HEEL, SHUFFLE IN PLACE


5	Touch left toe (in pigeon-toe position)


6	Touch left heel out


7&8	Left shuffle (left right left)


CHARLESTON W/CLAPS (2X)


9	Step right foot forward


10	Kick left foot and clap


11	Step left foot next to right


12	Touch right toe back and clap


13	Step right foot forward


14	Kick left foot and clap


15	Step left foot next to right


16	Touch right toe back and clap


GRAPEVINE RIGHT


17	Step right foot to right


18	Cross behind w/ left


19	Step right foot to right


20	Scuff left foot


GRAPEVINE LEFT WITH QUARTER TURN CCW


21	Step left foot to left


22	Cross behind w/ right


23	Step left foot to left (start 1/4 CCW)


24	Scuff right foot and turn 1/4 turn CCW


STEP FORWARD W/RIGHT FOOT AT 45 DEGREE ANGLE, DRAG LEFT TO MEET, CLAP


25	Step right foot forward at 45 degree angle


26-28	Drag left foot to meet right (while shimmying shoulders), clap


STEP BACKWARD W/LEFT FOOT AT 45 DEGREE ANGLE, DRAG RIGHT TO MEET, CLAP


29	Step left foot back along same line you came from


30-32	Drag right foot back to meet left (while shimmying shoulders) clap


KNEE, KNEE, KNEE, KNEE


33	Bend left knee in


34	Bend right knee in


35	Bend left knee in


36	Bend right knee in


STEP FORWARD W/RIGHT, PIVOT 1/2 TURN (2X)


37	Step right foot forward


38	Pivot 1/2 turn


39	Step right foot forward


40	Pivot 1/2 turn


REPEAT

Watermelon Crawl Alternative





Have you done the Watermelon Crawl line dance maybe once or twice too often?  If so, try it as a partner flow dance in the sweetheart position around outside edge of the line dancers.


Start the steps with the line dancers and make these minor adjustments:


1.	On the two CCW pivots you’ve got to do something with your hands and arms.  Windmills or underarms seem to work equally as well.  Pick what makes you happy.


2.	If the floor is really full of line dancers narrowing up the flow dance lane, make your vines angle forward rather than straight across.  I think it looks sharper this way so we do it even if the floor isn’t crowded.


3.	The first 4 count step/drag is forward diagonal to the right.  No change needed.  On the second 4 count step/drag (when line dancers step/drag backward diagonal to the left) you make a step/drag forward diagonal to the left.


4.	You really can’t clap effectively in the sweetheart position without giving the lady a forearm to the back of the head so leave out the claps.





The part that looks really neat is, as you progress around the floor, every once in a while you will line up with a whole line of line dancers.  Line dancer and flow dancer steps will all match until the line dancers make their backward slide.
